He worked
as a lawyer prior to entering politics in 1994 and served as Member of
Parliament in the upper house of the Parliament of India from 1994 to
2006. He served as the 36th Governor of the state of Bihar from 2015
to 2017 before becoming the 14th President of India on July 25, 2017.
